2) Karen’s Upload Strategy Presentation
A. Steve (with help from Tracy)

· Ensure that the templates have one field for Meter Name and one for SAID (aka External Meter ID), as well as a column for Utility name

· Add fields for demand (kW) data to the XML upload scheme

· Double-check that the State of CA will be able to produce State-government-building-specific reports under the existing sharing functionality

· Display the facility owner (User) to shared accounts
· Decide whether we can change the term “Building ID” to “Facility ID” to be consistent with Facility Name

B. Mike (with help from Karen)
· Determine whether there is a need for templates beyond Office and Other

C. Other questions answered during the meeting:

1. Where do we put in UserID and password? It’s not on the template.

User Name in the templates will be the name needed to access the account, i.e. the Username. (Maximum length of 64 characters, spaces okay.) Temporary passwords will be assigned and sent to Users.
2. The current template asks for Meter ID. Shouldn’t it be Meter Name? 

No, it should be the SAID (aka External Meter ID) and we will need to add a new column for Meter Name.

D. Questions for another day:

1. Do we need to enter Space Names in the templates?

2. Who should input Energy Type and Energy Unit? Dept lead or utility? (Update: The utility can easily do it, says the PG&E IT team)
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
